After his consecration, 
St Chad moved the seat of  
the diocese from Repton to 
Lichfield and King Wulfhere 
gave him land on which to 
found a monastery. 

St Chad died in Lichfield 
on 2nd March 672 after an 
illness which lasted seven 
days and after receiving 
the final sacraments of  the 
Church.
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
